1	Welcome & Public Session 
The Chair welcomed all Councillors and the eight members of the public present to the Meeting and opened the Public Session at 7:35pm. Mrs K Watkins Vice Chair of Governors and the Chair of the Friends of the School, made a representation to the Council on behalf of Buntingsdale School regarding an application for funding in order to expand the playpark to include a polytunnel for gardening activities).  

2	Present, apologies or absent 
All present as listed above.  Apologies were received from Cllr A Jackson.  The Chair continued with the main body of the Meeting at 7:47pm.

3	Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary Interests – Clerk indicated that an invoice had been submitted by Cllr Maddox’s company for the emergency removal of the bus shelter demolished by a truck.  

4	Dispensations – None.

5	Approval of the Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on14th January 2015.  Councillors confirmed that they had received the Minutes and were proposed by Cllr Dams, seconded by Cllr Hill.  All agreed the version to be a true and accurate copy and as such they were duly signed by the Chair.  

6	Matters arising from and action taken from the minutes (not otherwise on the agenda)
The Chair noted a request from Cllr Dams to record that his name was absent from those listed as present at the November Meeting. 

7	Unitary Councillor’s report - Cllr Davies was absent from the Meeting due to ill health.

8	Community Policing Report - No recent bulletin circulated.

9	Planning
i) 	Applications:
14/05698/PMBPA: Barns At Hall Farm, Tern Hill, Market Drayton, Shropshire, TF9 3PU: Application for Prior Approval under Part3, Class MB of the Town & Country Planning (General Permitted Development) (Amendment & Consequential Provisions) (England) Order 2014 for the Change of Use from agricultural use to residential use
15/00450/FUL: Sutton Grange , Sutton, Market Drayton, Shropshire, TF9 2HZ: Construction of silage clamp for the storage of grass and/or maize silage.  The Clerk circulated the plans amongst the Councillors.  Cllr Dams queried potential flood risk due to close proximity of Tern.  No concerns raised.  All agreed to support.
15/00140/FUL: Sutton Grange, Sutton, Market Drayton, TF9 2HZ: Erection of agricultural building
Councillors considered the plans.  All agreed to support.					
14/05679/FUL: Meiklejohn Farm, Pell Wall, Market Drayton, Shropshire, TF9 2AB: Change of use of land to form camping ground incorporating 12 no. Hardstandings; erection of amenity block; installation of septic tank; provision of barbecue area and walkways: Clerk suggested that the Council meets again to discuss once the plans come in with the amendments suggested by the case officer.    Councillors discussed the proposed scheme and agreed that in principle they would be happy with the scheme for the area but would like to see the amended plans due to the close proximity to the neighbouring property’s boundary.  Clerk confirmed that an extraordinary meeting would be called to discuss this further on receipt of plans.
ii) 	Decisions:  None received 						…/2
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iii)	Parish Plan/Place Plan – Discussion/Review of Place Plan update responses: 
Responses received from the questionnaire sent out before Christmas in relation to the place plan update.  Councillor Dams suggested  the need to revisit this process again in the late Summer/Autumn.  Councillors discussed finding a more effective route to reach more of the Community – perhaps advertising in the Advertiser, via the School, shops, notice boards, website etc.  Expanding the website could be considered and more material added.  Early advertising of events or to obtain feedback for the Parish.  Website address to be added to all letterhead.  
Concerns raised mainly concerned road safety – road through Woodseaves has 40mph which has significantly improved matters.  Sutton Lane junction with A41 has finally been resurfaced.  Community Speed Watch scheme proved very popular with long waiting lists.  Roads put forward for monitoring have to be assessed for suitability for the programme.  Councillors noted ongoing speeding issues along Pell Wall – proposed camp site could present a problem.  The Clerk asked if there is any interest in compiling a Parish Plan.  Cllrs discussed community involvement. Perhaps included a general question on website to find out if there is any interest.  Cllrs discussed the Regiment – Cllr Swaithes updated new commanding officer due to take up the post shortly.  Cllr Swaithes to write and welcome.  
iv)	Planning appeal: Old Colehurst Manor – feedback from hearing
Cllr Dams and the Clerk attended the hearing.  Helen Howie from Berrys and a representative from the appellant.  5 yr land supply took up quite a large part of the discussion.  More important for the consideration of the inspector was the sustainability of Colehurst and the position of the Manor and propose dwellings.  Site visit followed the hearing including walking the footpaths to view the Manor in the landscape.  Decision probably not due until May.  Council officers presented their case well.  

10	Street Lights and General Parish Repairs and /or Maintenance
i) 	Reports from Councillors of items requiring attention:
Cllr Swaithes reported success finally with the Pendril Close lighting.  The extra columns have finally been removed and the new lights connected.  Thanks to Owen Paterson for his input and assistance in resolving the long standing problem (4 years).  Cllr Swaithes has written to all parties to thank them for their help.  The Chair and Council thanked Cllr Swaithes for his continued efforts and success.  
	The Hedley Way bus shelter was cleaned – the green algae was scrubbed and thanks has been conveyed from the regiment. 
	8 street lights MOD are out which Cllr Swaithes has been reported to the regiment. Clerk to follow up.
	Potholes to report: Sutton Lane near the dog groomer and Timberlink and by Rob Warners (Sutton Farm). 
	Litter problem Woodseaves and Crickmerry Road – fly tipping.  Dog mess issue on Sutton Road. Clerk to assess for a waste bin. Clerk to investigate signage.  
ii)	Bus Shelter – Damage/Insurance Claim/Quotations
	Clerk reported that she has informed the insurance company of the damage and has filed the necessary paperwork.  Two companies have expressed interest so far in quoting for a replacement.  Chair thanked Cllr Maddox for his efforts for organising immediate removal of the shelter from the road on the Sunday evening and for establishing fault and reporting to the Police aiding the Clerk progressing the claim.  Residents have requested a replacement.  The seat is undamaged.  Need to establish suitable design without overhanging roof.  Councillors to establish design then have site visits with companies to quote.  To take forward to future meeting to discuss quotes and confirm design.  Shelter insured for £2200.  Cllrs Maddox, Creed and Gittins to draw up a design and get quotes.  Notice board survived the crash.

- Reports from Councillors on local matters of concern: Fly tipping reports.  Gulleys along Pell Wall have been cleared.
Clerk has chased the new location signage – no update 
- Pell Wall: Tree inspection update: Clerk updated on conversation with tree officer.  Has implemented some works to be done ie ivy removal etc.  Carries out a survey every 5 years.  Will be working with the landowners.
Cardboard collection – Cllr Swaithes queried if this is to be implemented.

SALC training schedule published on the most recent information bulletin.

14	Housekeeping
i)  Reports from Representatives for external bodies as appropriate:
- LJC- Shropshire Council looking to make further cuts to save money and is giving up funding youth activities. LJC for Market Drayton area has fund of £24,060. Proposal to run 2 evening youth clubs – Tues and Friday for 10-14 year olds.  Open to all but concentrating – targeted outreach scheme if funds become available.  Market Drayton Town Council and Guides are competing to take the centre on.  Local children are all entitled to attend cadets – can put a  link to the cadet centre can be made on SPC website.
- SALC/NSAC – Clerk attended AGM and gave brief report.  No NSAC meeting.
- Helicopter Liaison Group – Cllr Swaithes attended meeting at Shawbury on 3rd March.  Well attended – only 85 complaints, two from same resident in Tern Hill.  Asked as a parish to ask local riders to wear high vis jackets etc as they can be seen by the helicopters who have been asked to avoid the riders.  Quieter helicopters being used for Cosford Air Show on Sunday 14th June – may be extra activity that weekend.
- Emergency Planning – no information has come forward recently. 
ii) Transparency Code – Acknowledgement of and agreement to adhere to: Information supplied by the Clerk with details which will affect smaller parish councils with income of less than £25,000.  Need to publish draft minutes within one month of a meeting.  Requirement to publish accounts.  Clerk gave brief overview and Councillors agreed as a council to comply with the code and publish the necessary information.

15	Finances 
a) 	Balances/Cash Book & Bank Reconciliation: Financial information supplied by the Clerk including bank statements being made available for inspection.
b)	Invoices/Payments: presented for payment as outlined below.
c)	Confirmation of emergency expenditure to replace Clerk’s computer hardware/software: Councillors confirmed their emailed approval for the Clerk to purchase replacement equipment as a matter of urgency.
d) 	Confirmation of Appointment of External Auditor for 2014/15 Accounts: Clerk confirmed that Mazars have been appointed again.  
e)	Funding request from Friends of Buntingsdale School: Councillors considered the proposal. Cllr Maddox proposed giving £1000 as a third of their request.  Clerk confirmed S137 spend allowance for 15/16 which will be £7.36 per head ie c £6k.  Cllrs discussed giving a donation of £1500 proposed by Cllr Hill, seconded by Cllr Gittins, all agreed.  Clerk to establish who to make cheque to and have cheque completed.  

The Chair thanked Cllr Maddox officially on behalf of the Parish for his speedy action in removing the damaged shelter from the road on a Sunday evening therefore preventing an accident.  
Cllr A Bates, seconded by Cllr Swaithes proposed Clerk’s salary for payment, all agreed.  The invoice presented for the urgent removal of the bus shelter was proposed by Cllr Gittins, seconded by Cllr Creed, all agreed.  Cllr Hill proposed and Cllr Dams seconded all other invoices for payment. All agreed.
