Councillors confirmed that they had received the Minutes and were proposed by Cllr Maddox, seconded by Cllr Jackson.  All agreed the version to be a true and accurate copy and as such they were duly signed by the Chair.

i) 
Applications: 14/05167/SCO: Land South Of, Hollins Lane, Newport Road, Woodseaves, Market Drayton, Shropshire: Proposal: Scoping opinion: This scooping application had been circulated for information purposes and did not require reply. The application concerns the erection of 4 poultry units and an anaerobic digester. Cllrs had a brief discussion about previous applications for this site and possible implications on a new one.

Decisions:  14/04440/FUL: 4 Garden City, Tern Hill, Market Drayton, Shropshire, TF9 3QB
Proposal: Erection of two - storey side extension and single storey rear extension: Grant Permission

14/02270/FUL: Stormy Petrel, Tern Hill, Market Drayton, Shropshire, TF9 3QD: Erection of a single storey restaurant and retail unit with associated site service road turning points, car parking spaces   and unloading bay following demolition of former public house: Decision: Grant Permission

Annual Place Plan Review – Councillors reviewed the submission suggestion document circulated by the Clerk. Councillors discussed the additions compiled both from responses received from the public via the questionnaire put on the website and notice boards, and also from suggestions brought forward during the course of the year during the public sessions.  The Clerk talked Councillors through the suggestions outlined.  The Councillors discussed which additions would be appropriate/beneficial to the Parish. Clerk to update the list and email out the final version. Cllr Bates proposed the amendments which were then seconded by Cllr Creed.  Clerk to request that Cllr Davies signs off the submission.  Clerk to submit to  Shropshire Council.

Notification of appeal to planning inspectorate: Old Colehurst Manor 13/03845/OUT: Outline application for the erection of 5 dwellings.  The Clerk reported that she had responded on behalf of the Council to confirm their original objection to the scheme. Responses were required by 14th January 2015.

Cllr Swaithes gave an update on progress with the street lighting issues in Pendril Close and communications to and from Owen Paterson.  Cllr Swaithes will continue to pursue this matter.  Admission of error has finally been made by the Contractor.  Councillors viewed this as positive progress.

Other information updates received by email including NHS health updates/bulletins: 

· Shrewsbury Community walk in centre opened on 15th December
· The Clerk gave Councillors update to requirements going forward when registering onto the electoral register. In future residents will be required to provide date of birth and National Insurance numbers which will then be crossed matched with information held by the Department of Work and Pensions.

· West Mercia and Crime Commissioner precept consultation 2015 

· Information pertaining to the possible withdrawal of the Council Tax Support Grant from Shropshire Council.  Decision being taken in February by SC Cabinet.  

· Shropshire Council announced in November that it intended to provide a cardboard recycling collection service which was brought to the Council’s attention by Cllr Davies – Clerk to request an update.

· Cllr  Dams requested information on the Transparency code and its implications.

Housekeeping
i)  
Reports from meetings of external bodies – no recent meetings held to report from.  No recent meetings attended from which to report. NSAC meeting rescheduled.  LJC meeting next Wednesday. Cllr Bates to attend. Next Helicopter Liaison Group meeting scheduled in March.                                                
ii) 
Broadband – Buntingsdale cabinet to be updated shortly to provide fibre optic superfast broadband.  Cabinet 13 at bottom of Phoenix Bank due to be updated.  Some areas in the Parish may benefit as Market Drayton is upgraded.  Some properties in Woodseaves can currently get speeds in the region of 3mg.  Clerk to check with Chris Taylor for update.

Finances 

Cash book and bank reconciliations were distributed by the Clerk to Councillors for information.  Bank statements were made available for inspection.  Budget forecasts were provided by the Clerk (previously submitted in November) for consideration.  Councillors discussed spending requirements for 2015/16 and debated the precept requirement request.  Cllr Creed proposed that a request for £ 3,161 be submitted, seconded by Cllr Reid ,  all agreed. Clerk to submit request. Clerk asked for reserves to be ring fenced for possible projects for 2015/16.  Possible funding request from Shropshire Wildlife Trust.  Councillors to consider the formation of a P3 footpath group  – possible area of potential spend for improvements to local footpaths/signage.  
The Clerk drew to the Council’s attention the NALC review of salary scales and the resultant increase to her salary scale.  NALC recommended a back dated one-off payment of £100 for this scale which is being divided between the 6 Councils for which the Clerk works.  Cllr Hill proposed making this payment and implementing the scale increase from the new financial year (as per the Clerk’s request) rather than immediately, seconded by Cllr Gittins , all agreed. Clerk introduced tender from the Internal Auditor, SDH Accounting (as used in previous years) to carry out this years’ internal audit for an estimated cost of £130.00.  Cllr Jackson proposed, Cllr Dams seconded, all agreed.

The Clerk presented an additional invoice from NPower which arrived post agenda preparation.  Councillors agreed to pay the invoice as it is an expected expense.  Cllr Maddox proposed the payment of the invoices, seconded by Cllr Creed, all agreed.
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Parish Matters/Items for inclusion on the next agenda
Clerk asked the Councillors if they would like a précis of the meetings put onto the website to keep residents updated on Parish Council meeting events as an interim measure until the Minutes are approved and published.  All agreed. Clerk to implement.  
Cllr Bates confirmed to the Councillors that the only youth activity locally appears to be the cadet forces which are open to all.  Cllr Bates trying to obtain information.  Cllr Swaithes asked for information on the Council’s gritting policy. Clerk to enquire.  Clerk to request survey by Highways to approve additional grit bins for Sutton Lane (A529 junction), Buntingsdale Road (near Tern) and for Colehurst.  Sydnall Lane grit bin contents to be checked.  Include on next agenda.
Cllrs discussed the aspriational footway for Sutton Lane.  Clerk to ask Highways if PC could get an outside contractor to do the work.  Cllr Gittins proposed tying this into a Section 106 agreement if the proposed poultry unit application is forthcoming. Cllrs agreed that this would be a good idea. 
There being no other business the Chair thanked everyone for attending and closed the Meeting at 8:45 pm.
