Approval of the Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 17th September 2014.  Councillors confirmed that they had received the Minutes.  Cllr Dams reported that he had no recollection of being welcomed to the Council by the Chair at the previous Meeting and wished this to be recorded.  The agreed the version to be a true and accurate copy and as such they were duly signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from and action taken from the minutes (not otherwise on the agenda)
Cllr Dams queried an email of complaint which had been received in relation to an item of the previous agenda.  For reasons of confidentiality and the complainant confirming that no further action was required following conversations with the Chair and Clerk, the matter had been closed.  Councillors Dams queried why the Minutes are released to the public only once they have been approved at a Meeting and not issued in draft form.  The Clerk confirmed that this practice is operated by only one other Parish Council locally to her knowledge, and that Sutton has historically published Minutes only after they have been approved.  Councillors had a brief discussion but agreed that they saw no need to change current custom and practice.

· Community Speed Watch Scheme – The Clerk brought forward details of the Community Speed Watch scheme being initiated by West Mercia Police in association the Safer Roads Partnership. Councillors discussed the matter and agreed that they wished to register (dependent upon finding 6 volunteers to train and operate the equipment) in order to monitor speed along the A529, particularly through Pell Wall. Clerk to register.
· The Clerk proposed posting relevant Neighbourhood Watch bulletins received from the Police on the website.  Councillors discussed the matter and agreed this would be useful information to include.  Clerk to action.

Planning
 i) Applications: 
14/03722/OUT: Outline application for the residential development of six open market dwellings: 

Grove Feeds, Tern Hill.  The Clerk informed Councillors that there had been an objection online from Stoke Heath Parish Council and that Highways had approved access although questioned the sustainability credentials of the site.  Councillors were reminded that other local development was currently restricted to the other side of the road but that this area had not been identified by the Parish Council for development for SAMDev.  Councillors discussed the application and considered the re-development of the brownfield site and if any commercial activity continued from the rear of the site whether this would have a detrimental impact on the residential amenity of future residents.  Councillors further considered the existing settlement pattern and character of the area, whether the proposed development would be appropriate in its context and ultimately if the site would meet the development needs of the Parish.  A majority vote was recorded to support the application.  Clerk to respond.
ii) 14/04440/FUL: Erection of two storey side extension and single storey rear extension: 4 Garden City, Tern Hill: Having clarified a number of planning points with the Case Officer the Clerk reported to the Councillors that the proposed extension would not adversely affect the light to the neighbouring property and would not affect privacy or be overbearing.  Full planning approval had been granted in 1973 for a 2 storey side extension which had not bee built.  Councillors discussed the plans and results of their own visits to the site and agreed to support the application.  Clerk to respond.
iv) Place Plan Review: Councillors discussed and considered the current place plan submission for Sutton Upon Tern. Cllr Dams requested that the public be consulted for ideas and aspirational items.  Councillors discussed how to approach the public in order to facilitate this idea without incurring large costs.  It was agreed that Cllr Dams would draft a questionnaire to be posted on notice boards and the website, responses for 15th December, for residents to complete.  In addition, information requested by the LJC on local clubs would also be included.  Cllr Dams to circulated and Clerk to distribute once agreed.  Results to be considered and the place plan agreed in January.
