Welcome and Public Session
The Chair opened proceedings at 7:27pm welcoming everyone present to the January Meeting.   Seven members of the public were present. Representation was made with reference to planning application15/04373/FUL.  Application unwilling to address concerns raised locally.  None of the material considerations have been addressed which were raised as potential nuisance problems in particular the access.  Town and Country planning act - B8 is not generally deemed to be suitable to be near residential properties, must not be detrimental to residential properties.  A public viewing platform has now been added to the plans which significantly reduce privacy for the residents. The second half of the site it unused, all of the works are proposed to be sited adjacent to the residential properties.    A second resident also made a representation confirming that the first resident’s house is entirely open to the proposed yard from the frontage and garden.  Dust, noise, light pollution concerns were raised.  He does not feel that this can be mitigated from an aggregate yard.  In its current form it is unacceptable and the residents requested that the plans are revised further.  The resident from The Cottage has not been contacted in connection with the application.  Right of Way being affected in terms of potential hazard in terms of liability for users.  Compromises suggested by the planning officer have not been implemented by the applicant.

Cuts are being made and some services will have to be cut.  Need to find £75m so will be reducing spend in this area to £25m.   Residents are encouraged to make their views known online.

Housekeeping:

i)  Reports from Representatives for external bodies as appropriate: LJC : presentation given by Chester University in Shrewsbury. Sharing Guildhall with Shropshire Council but will eventually expand the number of courses available.  Seeking full University status in time.  Have student accommodation in town.  Clerk gave an update on the Market Drayton Neighbourhood plan. Residents in the TF9 postcode area are encouraged to respond online to the survey.
ii) Public speaking protocol – discuss/adopt: Clerk gave a third example of a public speaking protocol for consideration.  Councillors reviewed the document.  Clerk to amalgamate elements from all three for adoption at the nex meeting.
iii) Parish Council Website – Discuss replacement for 2shrop.net site which will be defunct from June/July.  Councillors to investigate possible funding source and to return application form asap to assist with costs: Clerk to attend training and report back.  Cllrs Gittins’ input into sourcing new site has been requested.

Planning:

i)  Applications: 15/05360/REM (validated: 09/12/2015)
Address: Land West Of Hillside, Woodseaves, Market Drayton, Shropshire
Proposal: Approval of Reserved Matters (appearance, scale, landscaping and layout) pursuant to 14/01563/OUT for the erection of 3 no. dwellings: Councillors considered the plans.  Responses have been made online.  Plans show the intention is for 3 houses not 3 bungalows as originally intended.  Councillor Maddox commented that the proposed dwellings would not be in keeping with other housing in the area; small starter/affordable homes would be more appropriate in the countryside location.  Cllr Maddox proposed, seconded by Cllr Dams, all agreed to object.  
ii) Decisions:  14/04148/OUT (validated: 15/09/2014)
Address: Land At Colehurst Fishery, Colehurst, Market Drayton, Shropshire
Proposal: Outline application for erection of essential managers dwelling and fishery office on part of existing brownfield car park.  Decision: Grant Permission

iii) Notification of the formal adoption of the SAMDev plan by Shropshire Council: 17th December 2015.
iv) Planning reconsultation: 15/04373/FUL DEVELOPMENT PROPOSED: Erection of a workshop and amenity building and associated use of land as a haulage yard with external storage LOCATION: Site Of Former Railway Station, Tern Hill: Councillors noted the reconsultation and the representations made by the public.  Councillors ntoed that they had objected to this application in November.  Minimal alterations noted. (Cllr Maddox did not participate in the process).  Different access and layout should be considered by the applicant in order to address the proposals’close proximity to non related residential dwellings. An alternative access could be created at the far end away from the residents. Inappropriate scheme to have near residential dwellings which will result in significant loss of residential amenity.  Councillors voted to strongly object to the plans. ../3

Annual running costs of the Parish exceed current budget.  In order to slowly implement a return to the original precept level Cllr Maddox proposed applying for a slightly increased precept this year of £4k seconded by Cllr Jackson, all agreed.
