Welcome & Public Session 
Cllr Reid welcomed the Councillors and 41 members of the public present and opened the Meeting at 7:30pm.  The members of the public were provided with a copy of Standing Orders to inform them of the protocol of addressing the Council.  Residents from Woodseaves made representations to the Councillors regarding the choice of preferred allocations for Shropshire Council’s Site Allocation and Management Development Plan.  They requested that the Parish Council removes the Parish from being registered as a Community Cluster and retain Rural Countryside status.  The Chair requested that the Clerk explain the SAMDev consultation process undertaken by the Parish Council and outline the community benefits of the scheme.  Due to the disruptive nature of the Meeting the Clerk was unable to complete the explanation.  Some residents expressed the view that the proposed development number of between 10-15 houses over a 15 year period for the Parish, to be provided by infill or small developments, was excessive.    The Chair extended the Public Session period from 15 minutes to one hour to allow residents to express their views.  The Councillors noted that the SAMDev policy is to be submitted to the Inspectorate at the end of the month, with the hearing likely to be undertaken in November.  The Chair agreed to consider reviewing the Council’s stance in September and closed the Public Session.  (Cllr Hill left the Meeting.)
